          Evidence of the early human occupation of Algeria is demonstrated since 4000 BC, by 

the indigenous peoples of northern Africa (identified by the Romans as Berbers called "Imazighen" 

successfully resisted Phoenician, Roman, Vandal, Byzantine, Arab, Turkish, and French invaders. 

          Phoenician traders arrived on the North African coast around 900 BC and 

established Carthage (in present-day Tunisia) around 800 BC. During the classical period, Berber 

civilization was already at a stage in which agriculture, manufacturing, trade, and political organization 

supported several states. Trade links between Carthage and the Berbers in the interior grew, but 

territorial expansion also resulted in the enslavement or military recruitment of some Berbers. The 

Carthaginian state declined because of successive defeats by the Romans in the Punic Wars, and in 146 

BC, the city of Carthage was destroyed. As Carthaginian power waned, the influence of Berber leaders 

in the hinterland grew. By the 2nd century BC, several large but loosely administered Berber kingdoms 

had emerged. After that, king Masinissa managed to unify Numidia under his rule. 

          Madghacen was a king of independent kingdoms of the Numidians, between 12 and 3 BC. 

Berber territory was annexed by the Roman Empire in AD 24 which led to Berber opposition to the 

Roman presence. By the end of the 4th century, Christianity had become wide spread in the settled 

areas,  and some Berber tribes had converted en masse to this religion.

Education in India is provided by the public sector as well as the private sector, with control and 

funding coming from three levels: central, state and local. Under various articles of the Indian 

Constitution, free and compulsory education is provided as a fundamental right to children between the 

ages of 6 and 14. Certain post-secondary technical schools are also private. The private education 

market in India had a revenue of US$450 million in 2008, but is projected to be a US$ 40 billion 

market. 

India has made progress in terms of increasing the primary education attendance rate and 

expanding literacy to approximately three-quarters of the population in the 7–10 age group, by 2011. 

India's improved education system is often cited as one of the main contributors to its economic 

development. Much of the progress, especially in higher education and scientific research, has been 

credited to various public institutions.  

In India's education system, a significant number of seats are reserved under affirmative action 

policies for the historically disadvantaged Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and Other 

Backward Classes. In universities, colleges, and similar institutions affiliated to the federal 

government, there is a maximum 50% of reservations applicable to these disadvantaged groups, at the 

state level it can vary. Maharashtra had 73% reservation in 2014, which is the highest percentage of 

reservations in India.
